plot to oust Modi govt

UNION Minister of Culture
and Tourism G Kishan Red-
dy on Tuesday described as a
conspiracy by the BRS to use
its ill-gotten wealth to throw
out BJP-lead government
headed by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi.

Addressing the media
here, he responded to reports
of Chief Minister K Chan-
drashekar Rao allegedly of-
fering to fund elections of
parties opposing BJP , if he
is made head of the alliance.

Reddy said the BRS chief
is known for spending hun-
dreds of crores to win the As-
sembly elections in the State.
“One can imagine how many
thousands of crores the BRS
chief has amassed from Tel-
angana when he promised to
fund Parliament constituen-
cies in elections for the Op-
position parties.

"It is a serious issue that
needs to be discussed by peo-
ple in Telangana at every fo-
rum,” he added.

Reddy said the BRS does
not talk about development
and the Kalawakuntla fam-
ily is talking only against the

PM, Modi, the Centre and
BJP. “It seems the BRS chief
wants to fund elections and
become chairman and leader
of all dynastic parties in the
country’.

The minister said "we have
heard some people fight-
ing for separate Telangana
openly say they used to pro-
vide diesel for KCR's vehicle
during those days. But, the
same BRS chief is spending
hundreds of crores to win
elections.

However, BJP has shown
how with backing of people
it won in Huzurabad, Dub-
baka; even it registered moral
victories in Munugodu, and
GHMC elections.”

“Besides, in the latest
teacher MLC elections, the
BJP won the seat represent-
ing nine districts. Teachers
play a key role in society with
much awareness on political
and social fronts; they see

what has been going on in
the State. The win of BJP in
the MLC polls indicates the
changing people's views. The
daydreaming of KCR chang-
ing his party’s name from
TRS to BRS will not help him
to win”.

Reddy demanded KCR
to explain to people of Tel-
angana how he could amass
thousands of crores? How
much cut has been taken in
debt raised in development
of State to fund the dynastic
parties in the ensuing elec-
tions?

He alleged the*BRS chief
and his family's ill-gotten
wealth comes from the land
mafia, threatening people
for percentages in their busi-
nesses, real estate. He said the
BRS chief thinks he would
win the elections by purchas-
ing people (vote) in Telan-
gana. Similarly, he wants to
purchase political parties”

KCR conspiring to defeat Modi
with ill-gotten wealth: BJP

Union Minister for Tou-
rism, Culture and Develop-
ment of Northeast Region
and Secunderabad MP G.
Kishan Reddy has accused
Chief Minister K. Chandra-
sekhar Rao of making use
of the “ill-gotten wealth
through various scams in
the last eight years to be-
come the Prime Minister
by conspiring to defeat Na-
rendra Modi” on Tuesday.
“We have learnt that
KCR is ready to finance
other dynastic parties if he
is made the convenor of
the Opposition Front. We
have witnessed huge sums
of money spent by BRS in
bypolls, we can well ima-
gine how much money has
been collected over the
years to spend in other
States,” he told a press con-
ference at the party ofhce.

The BJP leader said KCR
owes an explanation to the
Telangana society to dis-
close where he got the mo-
ney which he was ready to
spend for general elections
in other States. Is it part of
the thousands of crores of
loans taken for various
projects, he questioned
and alleged that most
funds were obtained
through “illegal real estate
deals” and “coercion”.

“KCR can day dream
about becoming the PM
but it is well known that
the first family has been in-
volved in many nefarious
activities, including illegal
liquor trade,” he claimed.

CM should quit: Sanjay

Earlier, TS BJP president
Bandi Sanjay Kumar has
demanded the resignation
of KCR for the spree of
leaks of various examina-
tion papers and accused

the government of being
incapable of conducting
academic year or examina-
tions efficiently.

“KCR’s time is up and
should quit having failed in
all fronts. We are going to
hold a march of unem-
ployed youth affected by
the exam paper leaks in
Warangal and in 10 other
places across Telangana,”
he told media here on
Tuesday. He accused KCR
of not bothering to hold a
meeting with the officials
concerned about the exam
leaks but busy with polit-
icking. “KCR has amassed
sufficient wealth to lure
other political parties into
his grasp. He should also
make public his post-grad-
uate certificate in political
science before questioning
Mr. Modi. Being educated
does not mean licence to
be corrupt and cheat peo-
ple,” he remarked.
